Excerpts from District Governor Peera’s Presentation on July 13, 2010
Rotary International Mantra for this year is “Building Communities—Bridging Continents.”
RI President Ray Klinginsmith has a 3 year strategic plan based on “Cowboy Logic,” Bigger, Better,
Bolder.” We are in a gallop to catch up with the present. To do this we must take more risks. All
Rotarians are empowered to do whatever is necessary, within the confines of the law, to grow our
club and increase Rotary membership via community involvement. To survive and succeed we
must continually add new talent. NC is the fastest growing state east of the Mississippi and the 3rd

fastest growing state in the country. We must think outside the box and look at non-traditional
methods of adding new clubs and members. The goal is to add 10 new clubs in the district this year. As an
excellent example of non-traditional means of adding new clubs Governor Peera stated that a new club was created
in Palestine that was sponsored by clubs in Jordan and Israel. We must do things that others can’t or won’t do.
Governor Peera also mentioned that on one of the Apollo Moon Missions the astronauts left a copy of the 4-Way Test
on the moon as well. Governor Peera noted some of the things holding the district growth back was: (1) lack of
feeling connected to the district (2) declining knowledge of Rotary’s meaning and essence at the club level (3)
failure to conduct Rotary knowledge training at Rotary meetings. (4) lack of collaboration between clubs (5)
perceived lack of empowerment to act and do things at the local level. Currently there are approximately 3,000
members in the district’s 53 clubs (in 14 counties). Teamwork is crucial to future growth and success. Governor
Peera refers to our district as TEAM 7680. We will compete against TEAM 7770 in SC. While they have a few more
clubs and members than we do, they have donated 2 ½ times as much to the Rotary Foundation as our district. The
goal is to grow our club to 5,000 members over the next 3 years, using traditional and non-traditional methods to do
so.
